Some say there is a kind of loue betwixt Serpents and Cats, whereof I finde this storie
in Ponzettus. There were certaine Monks, who all of them fell sicke vpon a suddaine,
and the Phisitians could not tell how or whence this sicknesse came, except from some
secrete poyson. At last, one of the seruants of the Abbey, saw the Cat which was dailie
fedde at the Monks table, to play with a serpent; and thereby it was coniectured, that
the serpent hauing in his sport, lost or left some poyson vppon the Cats skinne, the
Monkes by stro|king of the Cat were infected there-with. And the cause why the
Catte was not harmed thereby, was for that shee receiued the poyson from the sport,
and not from the anger of the serpent.
